Hanson noted that the cathodic protection system on the water storage tank must be
inspected annually. He added that this inspection is only done once a year and will cost
$695.00.

Storage Tank Cathodic Protection System with Corrpro, MC.

rusty water and added that he flushed hydrants on January 10. He informed the Commission
that he placed an order for more meter replacement kits. He noted that he, McKinney and the
Deputy Clerk-Treasurer will participate in training on the new water meter reading and
reporting system in March. He noted that the access road to the well site has had issues with
drifting snow and added that he has called in Racine County three times this winter to plow it
out. He informed the Commission that US Cellular is ready to begin installation of their cell
antennas on the water tower but added that there have been issues regarding their desire to
have unrestricted access to the site.
